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Central Institute of Hindi i.c. Kendriya Hindi Sansthan is
an  autonomous education'al institute governed by an
autonomous organization Kendriya Hindi Shikshan
Mandal which was established in 1961 by the Department
of Higher Education, ‘Ministry ofEducation, Govt. of India.
The Headquarter of Sansthan is situated at Agra. It has
08 Regional Centres: Delhi (1970), Hyderabad (1976),
Guwahati (1978), Shillong (1987), Mysore (1988),
Dimapur (2003), Bhubaneswar (2003) and Ahmedabad
(2006) established respectively.

Hindi works as a vital link for National integration of
India. The Institute imbibes this characteristic of Hindi in
all its activities. The Institute has been oriented to realize
this goal through its various disciplines ‘and  the
programmes organized there. In this background the
institute has put some objectives in its memorandum.

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2. Teacher Training Programmes

The Department of Teacher Education at its Headquarter as
well as at its Centres Organizes a number of one year and
two Years Programmes for the Hindi Teachers of Non-
Hindi States & for the students willing to learn Hindi. The

(v) Intensive Hindi Teaching Training Course (Agra,
Dimapur) -This course is designed for the untrained Hindi

Teachers of North-East states.

(B) Distance Teaching Programmes (Self-Financed)
This programme is conducted for the period of two years
for the In-service Hindi teachers of Non-Hindi speaking
states. This is organized by the Department of Distance
Teacher Education at the Headquarter, Agra.

3. Refresher and Enrichment Programmes

The Institute runs refresher programmes for the teachers of
Non-Hindi states in the guidance of Dept. of Orientation
and Extension Programmes and Academic  Co-
coordinator’s office at the Headquarter.

The Dept. of Orientation and Extension Programmes at the
Headquarter organizes 30 days language enrichment
programme for the students of Government Hindi Teachers
Training colleges of Gujrat, Karnataka, Assam, Mizoram
and Manipur. The Dept. also runs 21 days orientation
programme for Sikkim state in Agra.

I. Hindi Corpora Parivejna: Kendriya Hindi Sansthan,
Agra in collaboration with Central Institute of Indian
Languages, Mysore developed Corpus of more than 30
million words of Hindi languages with the help of
published books of Hindi in various areas. Out of this
corpus, 4.1 million collected words have been tagged.
Sasnthan has published Hindi Ki Adharbhoot
Shabdavali (2008) & Hindi Kriya Visheshan
Shabdkosh (2009) by using this material. At present
various kinds of learners’ oriented dictionaries are being

prepared.

2. Bhasha Sahitya C.D. Nirman Pariyojna: Under this

project production of the educational Audio-visual
programmes are to be prepared for students and
common people, who are interested in Hindi.

Multimedia programmes of Hindi language teaching are
also being prepared. So far, Audio CD’s on Suryakant

Tripathi ‘Nirala’, Agyeya, Trilochan & Firak
Gorakhpuri have been prepared. An chbcationai
documentary titled: Panth Hone Do Aparichit on the
life and works of Mahadevi Verma has been produced.

Besides, another film on the life and works of Nazeer

Akbarabadi is also complete.

3. Hindi Lok shabkosh Pariyvojna: Under this project,

dictionaries of 48 dialects of Hindi are to be developed.
At the initial level Unicode based trilingual digital
dictionaries of Bhojpuri, Brijbhasha, Rajashthani,
Chhattisgarhi, Bundeli, Awadhi, Malvi, Kangari,
Garhwali, Magahi, and Hariyanavi are being prepared.
